The annual talk organised by  RA 
Events in memory of Michael 
Rowley, Trust trustee and RA 
council member, this year featured 
architectural historian Gavin 
Stamp talking about Lutyens.

There was a good attendance 
at the Free Church Hall in May, 
for Gavin’s illustrated talk on the 
church architecture of Sir Edwin 
Lutyens. Rev. Alan Walker, who 
also chaired the occasion, had 
provocatively added the extra 
headline, “Wilful naughtiness,” 
quoting a comment by an earlier 
writer struck by Lutyens’ rule-
breaking originality. Gavin Stamp 
began, however, on a downbeat 
note, with photographs of the 
great model for Lutyens’ unfulfi lled 
design for Liverpool’s projected 
Metropolitan Cathedral which, 
had it been completed, would 
have accommodated 12,000 and 
been the world’s second largest 
Christian church. 

Having stated that in his view 
Lutyens was the greatest British 
architect of the 20th century, it 
was good to hear that Stamp 
held the two Hampstead Garden 
Suburb churches, the (domed) 
Free Church and (spired) Parish

The meeting ended with a 
brief summary by Prof. Vesna 
Goldsworthy of the Centre for 
Urban Studies, Kingston University, 
who divertingly compared the 
Suburb to a hilltop town in her 
native Yugoslavia.
